What are the costs?

You do not pay for the workforce planning and training specialist service. The cost of 

any subsequent vocational training will be met by you, but in many cases this cost will 

be subsidised by the Victorian Government through the Victorian Training Guarantee.

The Victorian Training Guarantee entitles eligible Victorians to a subsidised place 

in a recognised vocational education and training course. Eligibility will be further 

explained by your workforce planning and training specialist.

Service Providers

contacted by an independent workforce planning and training specialist from  

the Service Provider you select.

The panel of Service Providers has been appointed by the Victorian Government and 

has a wide range of expertise across a variety of industries and regions. Some of the 

matters you may wish to consider when selecting a Service Provider include 

industry knowledge and expertise, area of operation and referral from another business.

Who can apply? 

The Skills for Growth Program is open to eligible Victorian-based small and medium-

sized businesses from all industries. To be eligible for this program, your business must 

employ between 1 to 200 staff, have been in operation for at least 12 months and 

be financially viable.
